Description:  Under the direction of Park Management, the Track Attendant personnel

ensure the proper opening and closing of all go-kart tracks, other
amusement rides, and all surrounding areas. He/she acts promptly and
courteously to maintain good customer relations, park appearance, and
follows all company operational policies and procedures.

Major Responsibilities:

Reports to work on time and punches in and out properly.

Maintains a neat and clean appearance, and is in specified uniform while on duty.
Does not eat, drink, or smoke while on duty unless on break in specified areas.

Does not play arcade games or ride go-karts/dragsters at any time while on duty.
Performs properopening and closing procedures for all go-kart, and any other
amusement rides.

Ensures that all amusement rides are kept in clean and orderly at all times.

Properly handles all ridé tickets by immediately placing them in designated boxes
once customer enters ride!

Observes and follows designadted height requirements (drivers 58” tall, passengers
407 tall).

Ensures that the correct tickets are taken for each customer (red tickets for drivers,
yellow tickets for passengers and blueiickefs for Nitro—plastic tickets ONLY).
Controls lights/timer for each five-minute/ride/and properly uses control boxes to
slow and stop go-karts, and uses Public AddfeSs System to provide instruction as well
as the starting and stopping time of each race.

Does not leave an assigned track without supervisor’s permission or a temporary
backup relief.

Controls ride while in progress by staying alert for any ‘tmisafe decurrences such as
spinouts, disabled go-karts, or any misuse or rough handling ofthe)carts.

Enforces park rules, such as the wearing of seat belts, getting ouf of cars before
instructed to do so, and no smoking while on any amusement ride” Jf necessary,
utilizes public address system to advise guests to stop unsafe behavior.

Assist guests out of go-karts and through the exit and the end of each ride.

Advises maintenance of any go-kart malfunction and notes problem on provided tags.
Ensures that unauthorized personnel are not allowed inside track area and do not start
go-karts or assist guests.

Ensures emergency matters are brought to Park Management’s attention immediately.
Brings all “lost and found” items to the office immediately for safekeeping.

Assists guests in their inquiries and maintains good guest relations at all times by
being friendly, patient, courteous, persuasive, reasonable, and attentive, as well as
prompt in handling any problems.

While helping guests with inquiries, neither makes statements nor divulges
confidential information to the public or media. Refers related inquires to location
management.

Please check each fire extinguisher on tracks to see if it indicates correct operating
level.

Ensure that allgo-karts were filled with gasoline on the previous night. If for some
reason they were not please take the time to fill them. Karts should be topped off at
the end of evetyshifi (day and night).

Walk each track and the\patio to ensure cleanliness. Please help us to keep
SpeedPark looking/great

Once all opening procedures have been accomplished please report to opening
manager for further instrugtions,

Track Attendant Closing Procedures:

Thunder Mania, Sport Grand Prix, Sprint Challenge, and NitroAlley

Do Not lock any track without permission from.manager on duty.

Do Not lock tracks until all customers have usedstheir,last remaining ticket.

Please ensure that all go-karts have been filled with/gas before attempting to lock
them for the night.

When locking karts please align them with proper spacing and-use provided chains
and locks. Attendants should also ensure that all lights/timers are turned off as well
as each PA system and kartrol prior to locking the control boethss ‘
Dragsters should be wiped down daily as well as Billy-goating‘the track itself, before
closing in order to be ready for business the next day.

Please be sure to fill all gas caddies at the end of each night shift (ask manager to
unlock the gas tank for you).

After all tracks have been locked, report to the manager on duty for remaining
cleaning assignments.

Additional nightly cleaning assignments include the following: emptying all trash
containers, cleaning back and front patios, emptying all ash treys, cleaning parking
lot, cleaning of upstairs and downstairs restrooms, vacuuming arcade and upstairs
party room, sweeping and mopping of floors including restrooms, and any other
assignment manager deems necessary.

Last but not least, please do not clock out before seeing manager on duty.




General Rules:

Please remember to report to the manager on duty after clocking in for your shift.

Do not ride go-karts or the dragsters while you are on the clock.

Playing games is not allowed while on the clock, in uniform, or while on break.

Please remember not to go on break without the authorization of the manager on duty.

Before attempting to get snacks and/or soda please make sure that no customers are in

line. Please do not detain the cashier by continuing to talk to him/her after you have

made your purchase.

When applicable do not leave your assigned track without authorization.

Do Not jump over any fence. This is considered a safety violation.

Do Not attempt to help a customer on the track without using the kartrol system.

Do not pushsany cart with your back toward the oncoming traffic.

There should be'no pushing of a go-kart by another go-kart. This causes damage to

the clutch of'theo-kart, which is expensive to repair.

* No one is allowed inside,the offices or building while on duty unless okayed by the
manager. This includes-the maintenance garage and office also.

¢ Please be aware that SpeedPark does have a uniform policy that is inforced. Each
track attendant is required/t0 wear at all times a SpeedPark shirt with blue or black
Jeans/shorts. Attendants must/havea black belt to be worn at all times. Ifan
attendant wishes to wear a hat it must be a hat with the SpeedPark logo on it, and it
must be worn with the bill in the froni” Tfiyou do not have a SpeedPark hat ask a
manager and one will be provided.

¢ Please remember to bring your whistle for/evefy shift you work, it is also a
requirement.

* Remember that company telephones are for busifigss use only, this means no personal
calls should be made or received except in the case/6f an emergency. Pay phones are
provided for your convenience to use during breakseinfleed\be.

¢ Please keep in mind that Speed Park does not allow smoking by, employees inside or
directly in front of the park. If you wish to smoke while od break please do so away
from the park entrance and any park guests.

* Please remember that breaks required to be given when an employeeZvorks for at
least six (6) hours. This allows for a thirty (30) minute rest period#For employees
who work less than six hours a fifteen (15) minute break may be given if time allows,
but is not required.

* There is to be no loitering by employees around the cashier counter when either on or

off of the clock.




Go-Kart Operations:

* Please follow these simple guidelines when starting and operating the go-karts
and individual tracks.

* All drivers must be 58 tall. Passengers must be 40” tall.

All drivers must present a red plastic Go-kart ticket prior to entering the ride.
Passengers must present a yellow plastic ticket prior to entering the ride. Do Not
accept any other tickets including paper rain check tickets.

o When stating each kart first turn the on/off switch to the on position if it is not already
there.

* Ifthe go-kart is cold pull the white choke lever toward yourself and then pull the pull

cord to start the,car. Once the car is running move the choke iever back to its original

position.

» Ifthe go-kart-hasben running and is warm then you can simply turn on the on/off

switch and pull the pull\cord to start the go-kart.

® Please do not step on the’brake and gas at the same time in order to warn up a go-kart.

This again will cause dapfage to the kart’s clutch.

* Itis very important not to adfust any engine components on any vehicle in the park
with the purpose of increasing,performance and/or speed of the go-kart. This will
result in immediate termination.

» While operating a track make sur€ yowifiform each customer of the rules and safety
issues including seatbelt safety and kart usage. Check every seatbelt to make sure
that it is fastened and tight.

* While karts are running on a track in which ygu.afe operating, do not allow yourself

to become distracted, detained, or leave the track{ etc_for any reason. And please

remain by the control box at all times.

* If you encounter a customer who is bumping and spinnifig others around immediately

use the kartrol box to stop the ride and warn the customer up_to.two times. Then do

not hesitate to call a manager and have the customer removed from the track.

* Do not allow yourself to get in an argument with a customerwdf this occurs please

call a manager.

* Please, for your own safety do not over load your track, one attendafit on the average

should be able to safely handle eight go-karts at a time. Two attendants should

handle fourteen karts. Three of more attendants should handle up to twenty cars
during one race. Please do not mix the go-karts on Sprint Challenge. Twelve cars is
the max. _

» Please remember to use your whistles when operating a track. If you leave it at home

or lose it you will have to buy a new whistle before you will be allowed to retumn to

work. Not having a whistle is considered being out of uniform.

When there are not customers waiting to ride please remain busy and in sight of the

next customer at all times so they will not have to go looking for you.




Nitro Alley Operations:

All drivers must be 58" tall.

All drivers must sign release before participating in this ride.

All drivers must present a blue plastic Nitro Alley ticket prior to entering ride. Do
not accept any other tickets including paper Nitro tickets.

¢ When loading customers into the dragsters make sure that the seat belts are fastened
and tight.

e Starting Dragsters: First tum on the on/off switch located at the rear of each dragster.
Then walk to the control console and pull out the respective button for each lane
needed and press the RESET button until the green light lights up. Once the green
light is lit, walk to the back of each car to see if the red light is on. Then press the
starter buttometo engage the starter. Once the car is running check the cooling fan to
ensure that it is 8pinning. If the fan is not spinning press on the accelerator arm to
reach 1000 RPMgthis shouid start the fan spinning. (Do Not over rev the cars) If this
does not work please€all a member of maintenance.

¢ Please make sure thatjall customers participating in the ride fully understand the
instructions you have/givén them. Once you are ready to go ask each driver to raise
their hand when they afe ready/to go.

*  You should stay in front of the'eentrol console at all times while ride is in progress.
Always make sure that the track is gléar of all obstructions before releasing the
dragsters. Place hand above kill switghrbutton until cars have completely stopped.
Always watch cars to see if they coniie back in reverse. Give more instructions for the
second race as needed.

e Clear the lanes again and send the cars downforthe second ride. Once the second
ride is over make sure you thank the customers afid ask them to come again.

¢ Please remind customers to remain seated until the go-karts come to a complete stop.

¢ [fanything outside this procedure, please call a managef 6n,mechanic for help.

¢ Please, always make sure that Nitro and the dragsters'are kept.clean.
