All amisement rides manufactured by Venture Ride Mfg.,
Inc., should have a passenger restraining device (i.e., seat
belt) for a¥l PassSengers, except for cances and logs which
float in watery

All rides should be surrounded by a fence, except for
the Venture River @n which fencing is optional. '

Additionally, we reéquest that you train all operators
to check the seat-to-sweepfattachments on all rides periodi-
cally throughout the day/# and~to report immediately any
mechanical problem that they may, see or any unusual noise
that they may hear so that thi's may be checked thoroughly
before continuing operation of/thé ride.

Finally, please train your Opé€rators, and especially
everyone erecting or dismantling a ride, that your rides
are grounded to keep the ride from being hot and to prevent
shocks. We recommend disconnecting power when dismantling
or erecting, except where power is required to lower or raise
equipment into its storage position. For anyone to touch a
bare wire, electrical slip-ring, or an empty Aightbulb socket

- can be fatal, even though only 110v, as a grounded ride in-

creases the amperage which may flow through your body. You
should consider 110v to a grounded ride as potentially
dangerous as you would a high-voltage line.

These reminders are intended to reaffirm our desire that
you have a safe and prosperous 1985 season.
